This week we have been focusing on Princesses, Knights and Dragons. We have read some
dragon stories with the children and learned the 'Princess Long Ago' action song. The
children are still interested in cutting with scissors, so they have been making stick puppets
of princesses, knights and dragons. Some had a go at making up their own stories or re-
enacted familiar ones. Feel free to read dragon stories at home too. If you don't have one
at home you may want to visit a local library.

Please bring your child's book bag to school every Thursday so they can take home a book
from our class library!

We've had a cold but exciting week in Reception! The children have been working hard to
understand the concept of time in maths. We've been experimenting to see how many
seconds or minutes a variety of tasks take us to complete and have been using the words
'before’, 'after', 'later' and 'soon' to talk about our school day. Thank you to all those
parents who are using this vocabulary at home! We've also been working very hard on our
Phonics - we've reached the end of introducing our phase 2 sounds and are now focusing
on some words which are a bit more tricky to read. Please continue to practise this at
home!

What a thrilling week we've had in Year One! We've been reading the story 'Beegu' and
have fallen in love with the lost, lonely little alien. The children have been working hard to
improve their acting skills and can now not only act in role as a character but also create
freeze frames with brilliant facial expressions to show their character's feelings! We will be
working more on the story of Beegu next week. In maths we have continued our work on
subtraction and the children have been amazing at counting back using a number line. We
also completed a fantastic science investigation - studying lots of different animal poo to
find out if the animals were herbivores, carnivores or omnivores! Great job Year One
scientists!

This week in Year 2, we have begun learning our songs for the upcoming Christmas
performance. Teachers have been really impressed with the children's singing voices and
their ability to keep in time with the backing tracks.

Year 3 have been delving into letter writing this week. They have been discussing the
purpose of letters and comparing them with other modern means of communication. In
class, they have been looking at who we might write letters to and who we might receive
letters from. Year 3 are excited to write their own letters next week and we look forward
to reading them!

We're really pleased with the children's final copies of their Krindlekrax chapters. Over the
next couple of weeks, we'll be concentrating on rehearsing for the nativity play. All the
children have a role in this production; acting, narrating, singing or helping. In
mathematics, we have finished our work on perimeter and have started investigating
multiplication: demonstrating, exploring and understanding how to multiply by 10 and
100.

We had such an amazing time performing our assembly to our parents last week, and we
really appreciate the huge turn out. We are looking forward to our trip next Tuesday 26th
November, and we are still looking for some parent helpers for the trip. Our children are
mastering column subtraction and addition and are beginning to use the inverse to check
the answers independently. We will soon be introducing our new topic of multiplication
and division. In English, our children have created a beautiful report on animals, where
they have begun to use literary devices to advance their writing.

After a very busy week last week, we have settled back into our usual timetable. Year 6
children have produced some amazing recounts about their trip to the Tower of London -
it is clear that their learning was fun and memorable! Continuing with writing, the children
are finishing off their persuasive leaflets this week and we are now beginning to think
about how we could present these for maximum persuasive impact. We have been
tackling division in maths and have used some alternative methods of dividing larger
numbers using factor pairs. Letters have been sent out this week regarding parent reading
sessions in Year 6 - it would be lovely to see as many of you there as possible!
